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THE NAME GAME
“The key to attention and training”
1.  Decide on a marker:  A clicker or verbal cue (yes!) works fine.
2.  Give your marker value – click (or yes) followed by treats!
3.  Play the game when your dog is distraction free.  Try starting in the kitchen

4.  Remember fine dining vs. fast food!


How to play:

Say your dog’s name one time only, in a clear tone – try doing it when he wants to look at you anyway

Click your clicker or use your verbal marker as he turns to look at you.

As soon as he looks, reward heavily with small treats and praise – 

GOAL:  100 consecutive names games in one week!!!

If he doesn’t look:

Run and hide, play with the other dog, grab his toy and play with it, run out the door, etc….  Your dog’s name must only be said ONCE!!!!
